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Brothers and sisters in Christ, Shalom.  

We rejoice with our ordinands Revd Lim Wei 
Yi, Revd Bijay Ghamal, and Revd Dil Tamang 
who were ordained to the diaconate on 9th 
November 2025 at St Andrew’s Cathedral.  
Dr Arthur Chern, familiar to many as the Group CEO 
of St Andrew’s Mission Hospital and Singapore 
Anglican Community Services (SAMH-SACS) 
and a co-opted member of Synod, was also 
ordained as a deacon. We also give thanks for 
Revd Christopher Ng, Revd Fu Weikai, Revd Ian 
Dierden, Revd Kueh Chun Chiang, Revd Binsar 
Situmorang, Revd Oscard Tobing, and Revd Tum 
Vibol who were ordained to the priesthood. Let us 
uphold all of them in prayer as they take this next 
step of obedience and service to the Lord. 

I would like to express our heartfelt appreciation 
to a few of our clergy who have retired after many 
years of faithful service. Revd Lim Kek Wah retired 
in October 2025 after 25 years of service, and 
Revd William Chee retired in January 2026, after 
20 years of service.   

I would also like to express our heartfelt 
appreciation for Revd Dr Timothy Chong, our 
Director of Missions and Dean of Indonesia and 
Timor-Leste who will retire in April 2026 after 
33 years of ordained ministry. Having served 
in Indonesia since 2005, Revd Timothy has 
strengthened church planting and leadership 
formation. As Director of Missions over the last 
three years, he clari�ed strategy, deepened 
partnerships, and built stronger deaneries while 
keeping our work centred on the Gospel and 
raising indigenous leadership in the local church. 
We thank God for his faithful service and pray 
God’s grace upon him and his family.   

We bade farewell to Assistant Bishop Low Jee 
King who retired in January 2026, concluding 
38 years of ordained ministry. He has served as 
Priest, Vicar, Canon, Archdeacon of Singapore, 
and Chairman of the Board of Chinese-Speaking 
Work and was consecrated as Bishop in October 
2014. Many of us have bene�tted from his 
wisdom and encouragement — myself included. I 
am grateful for his candid, forthright counsel and 
for being a brother I could rely on.  

On behalf of the Diocese of Singapore, we place 
on record our sincere appreciation to Bishop Low, 
Revd Timothy, Revd Kek Wah, and Revd William 
for their faithful service to the Diocese and to the 
Lord. As we plan for these transitions, please pray 
for God’s leading, wise appointments, and a 
smooth handover. 

In the same spirit of gratitude for faithful service, 
this is the last session at which Mr Burton Chen 
will serve as Secretary of Synod. Several months 
ago, he indicated his intention to step down for 
personal reasons — a decision we respect and 
honour. Burton was elected Assistant Secretary in 
2014 and Secretary in 2017. We place on record 
our sincere appreciation. His faithful, dedicated 
service to Synod and the Standing Committee 
has greatly bene�tted our Diocese. 

To ensure an orderly transition into the new 
Session, we have elected an Assistant Secretary 
of Synod.  

HOLDING FAST 
 
Earlier in this address, we acknowledged a number 
of clergy entering retirement. In the next �ve years, 
more than 30 of our clergy and deaconesses will 
reach retirement age. This reminds us that we 
must urgently and intentionally raise up full-time 
workers, rooted in Christ and ready to serve His 
Church. 

In that light, I thank God for the encouragement 
He has given us through Vocare, a diocesan 
initiative that complements parish efforts to raise 
full-time workers. Following the Vocare Retreat, 
which had 45 participants, 25 responded to the 
call to full-time ministry, more than half. Some 
have applied to the Vocare Internship, while 
others have explored direct employment with our 
parishes. This is heartening evidence that when 
we labour together in unity, the Lord of the harvest 
is at work. Let us continue to uphold these men 
and women in prayer and support our parishes 
as they mentor them. 

Another initiative that complements our efforts 
to raise more workers is the Diocesan Salary 
Review. After much hard work and engagement 
with parishes and clergy, we have reached the 
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�nal stage of this project. The recommendations 
were adopted after the �rst reading of the 
Diocesan Salary Review. This has not been an 
easy undertaking, but a necessary step forward. 
We must do our best to provide adequately for 
our clergy and staff, especially in such times of 
rising costs. I wish to thank Dr Stanley Lai, our  
HR Board Chairman, for his able leadership 
in striking a prudent balance between fair 
provision for our clergy and staff and the �nancial 
sustainability of our parishes. 

Within the Archdeaconry of Singapore, we 
are encouraged by the successful relocation of  
St Andrew’s City Church to share premises with  
St Peter’s Church. This move is more than a change 
of venue, it re�ects wise stewardship of what God 
has entrusted to us and a gracious partnership 
in the Gospel. In the years ahead, let us work 
towards more effective use of our land, buildings, 
�nances and resources to serve the mission of 
Christ. 

FORGING AHEAD 

In 2026, the Anglican Church in the Province of 
South East Asia marks its 30th anniversary. This is 
more than a date to commemorate on a calendar. 
In a season when parts of the wider Communion 
face strain and uncertainty, our four dioceses —
Kuching, West Malaysia, Sabah, and Singapore, 
will continue to walk together in trust, hold fast to 
the authority of Scripture and our historic Anglican 
order, and practise mutual accountability and 

generous partnership for the sake of the Gospel. 
By God’s grace, may our Province remain a 
beacon to those who share these convictions. 

Many of you would have heard about 
developments in the Church of England and the 
GAFCON communiqué, “The Future has Arrived.” 
We share GAFCON’s concern for the Church’s 
faithfulness to the authority of Holy Scripture. We 
reaf�rm our convictions: Jesus Christ is the only 
Saviour and Lord, and marriage is the lifelong 
union of one man and one woman. We remain 
steadfast in these biblical truths and will not 
endorse teachings that depart from them. 

At the same time, we must respond with careful, 
prayerful discernment. As a Diocese within 
the Province of the Anglican Church in South  
East Asia, and as part of the Global South 
Fellowship of Anglican Churches, we will act in 
consultation with them and seek the Lord together 
for the way forward.

I ask all members of our Diocese to pray for 
the Anglican Communion — that the Lord will 
purify His Church, renew her witness, and unite  
His people in truth and love.  

Beyond our Communion, the world is changing 
at a rapid pace — new technologies, shifting 
cultures, rising anxieties. Yet the centre holds: 
Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and 
forever. Therefore, as the Body of Christ, we must 
be clear: if we tamper with the core of our faith,

through the people of God.
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we risk apostasy; if we dilute the Gospel, we fall 
into heresy; and if we shut our eyes to the world, 
we slide into irrelevance. The question before us is 
this: how do we remain faithful to the unchanging 
gospel, yet fruitful in a changing world? 

Today, urgent questions arise around Arti�cial 
Intelligence (AI). Are our members concerned 
about job displacement? Are our youth vulnerable 
to falsehood and spiritual harm? Are our sermons 
at risk of shallow exegesis? These concerns are 
real. As a Diocese, we must prepare wisely. Let us 
also be clear: AI may assist our work, but it cannot 
weep with those who weep nor rejoice with those 
who rejoice. It cannot lay hands on the sick nor 

break bread at the altar. It cannot replace the 
Holy Spirit’s work through the people of God. 
So, as leaders of the Diocese, we must equip the 
next generation to live faithfully in an AI-shaped 
world — to discern truth from error, to hold truth 
and love together, and to see themselves not 
merely as consumers of technology but as 
disciples of Christ who bear His image in every 
age. As Oswald Chambers observed, “We must 

keep ourselves in touch, not with theories, but with 
people ... if we are going to use the Word of God 
skillfully amongst them.” 

Our Lord gives us the plumb lines. First, the  
New Commandment: “Love one another as I have 
loved you”— love must mark our common life. 
Second, the Great Commission: “Go and make 
disciples of all nations” — mission must propel us 
outward. Therefore, we hold to the essentials of 
church life — worship, the ministry of the Word 
and Sacrament, discipleship, and pastoral care 
— while reaching beyond our walls with generous 
hospitality, meeting real needs, and welcoming 
the stranger as family. The pandemic has shown 
that we can adapt without losing who we are. 

I pray that God will grant us wisdom to navigate 
this changing landscape as we faithfully preach 
the Gospel and reach those who do not yet know 
Him. Amen.

Everywhere we turn today, Arti�cial Intelligence (AI) 
is in the spotlight — revolutionizing the way we work 
and the media that we consume. This technological 
breakthrough seems to be permeating all aspects of 
life, but what exactly is it?  

At the heart of this revolution is a technology known 
as Arti�cial Neural Networks (ANNs) which are 
designed to imitate the way biological neurons work 
in human brains. Combined with large amounts of 
data, these ANNs can be trained or taught to respond 
in desired ways for a given set of inputs. This, in and of 
itself, is nothing particularly new. What is new, however, 
is the availability of computer hardware that allows 
such networks to be scaled up signi�cantly, allowing 
larger networks to be trained on increasing data.  

An example of such networks is what we know as 
Large Language Models (LLMs). These networks are 
trained on vast amounts of textual data, enabling 
them to predict the most likely next word based 
on a given sequence of input words or tokens. For 
instance, a prompt like “The quick brown”, the LLM 
will probably generate “fox” as the most likely word to 
follow. This sounds simple but when scaled massively 
and given large amounts of contextual input, this 
same mechanism begins to exhibit what looks like 
intelligence. A prompt such as, “What does the Bible 
think of cheating?” will generate an answer based on 
what it has been trained on. For this reason, many 
argue that LLMs are not truly intelligent, since 
their behaviour resembles statistical prediction 
more than what we typically consider 



intelligence. However, it begs the question – 
don’t our own human brains also function in a 
similar way? After all, our brains are made up 
of neural networks – how certain are we that 
our “intelligence” is fundamentally different 
from that of LLMs? 

The more we understand how these neural networks 
function, the more it gives us a peek into how human 
memory and intelligence work, which causes us 
to re�ect on our human nature. In the classical 
Christian worldview, we speak of the  
tri-partite man: the body, soul and spirit. The 
body is self-evident, but what exactly is the 
soul? If human intelligence and consciousness 
can be reduced to the training of a neural 
network, what implications would this have 
for how we understand ourselves? Where is 
the imago Dei (image of God) to be found? 
Are we imparting some of that imago Dei to 
the AI machines we are creating?  If so, what 
would be the rami�cations of doing that? 

Conversely, if a neural network begins to approximate 
human intelligence, at which point does it become 
morally culpable? Can it ever be held accountable 
for its output? News reports have revealed that one 
of Google’s AI applications (Antigravity agentic IDE) 
deleted a user’s drive, which led them to apologise 
profusely for the lapse in service. This is interesting 
because it is indicative of the shift in how we relate to 
technology. We are increasingly relating to these AI 
applications in personal ways. Is a machine capable 
of moral reasoning? Can it ever be “sorry”? 

So what does any of these have to do with the 
church and our Christian life? Plenty, I would 
say. The growing understanding of neural 
networks poses a challenge to our classical 
understanding of human uniqueness.  We tend 
to think of ourselves as unique in God’s creation and 
the intelligence that we have been endowed with is 
part of the evidence of that special position. As the 
notion of “intelligence” is increasingly deconstructed, 
so too the pillars that hold up this notion of our 
uniqueness. Are we special? And if so, what is it that 
makes us special? These are interesting, important 
and somewhat troubling theological questions 

emerging from this rapidly evolving technology. They 
are important because of how they ultimately impact 
our notion of what is spiritual. The average LLM 
today is already outperforming the average human 
in terms of knowledge and certain kinds of skills, such 
as information retrieval. Given enough time, there 
is a high likelihood that these machines will surpass 
human intelligence if they have not already done so. 
The question then becomes — at which point does an 
AI generated sermon become better than a human 
generated one? 

Simply asking a question like this can be controversial. 
We like to think that there is something unique 
about ourselves that cannot be replicated by 
a lifeless machine. We want to believe that 
we possess some special insight into spiritual 
matters. I think we are getting to the point 
where these assumptions are about to be 
tested – and that is very disconcerting because 
it potentially devalues a lot of what we cherish 
and hold dear.  What if it turns out that AI generated 
sermons are indistinguishable, or even better, than a 
human generated one? Are we prepared to accept 
the insights from that sermon? 

While most people are struggling with the ethical 
implications of AI, I think that there is a far more critical 
issue that is brewing. As a tool, like any other tool, we 
will eventually �nd an equilibrium. Symposiums will 
be held, new guidelines will be provided and ethical 
papers will be written. None of them will, however, 
close the Pandora’s Box that neural networks have 
opened with regards to our spiritual identity. For the 
�rst time in thousands of years, we will have 
to dig even deeper to �nd the image of God in 
our lives. Vague references to concepts like the 
“soul” or “spirit” will be increasingly tested 
against newer understanding of how human 
intelligence and consciousness function. 

In closing, I re�ect on Genesis 3:22a when humanity 
took a major turn: Then the LORD God said,  
“Behold, the man has become like one of Us, to know 
good and evil.”

On the morning of 1st November 2025, the grounds 
of St Andrew’s Cathedral hummed with quiet yet 
palpable anticipation. Clergy and laity alike set aside 
the busyness of a Saturday and gathered for a solemn 
yet joyous occasion: to seek the face of God together. 

The annual Diocesan Day of Prayer and Fast (DDPF) 
united us under the banner of “One People, Declaring 
His Praise”. The theme drew us to the heart of our 
identity in 1 Peter 2:9 “But you are a chosen people, 
a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s special 
possession, that you may declare the praises of him 
who called you out of darkness into his wonderful 
light.” 

A Counter-Cultural Unity 
In a world that continually seeks to divide us along lines 
of race, class, politics, and ideology, we came together 
in our shared calling to declare the praises of the God 
who saves. This gathering was not a retreat from the 
world’s brokenness, but a strategic engagement with 
it. Archbishop William Temple once reminded us,  
“The Church is the only society that exists for the bene�t 
of those who are not its members.” Hence, we come 
in obedience and humility, acknowledging that we 
exist for God’s mission to a lost world. 

The morning began with a welcome and a time of 
opening prayer and worship, supported by the  
St John’s - St Margaret’s (SJSM) Church worship team. 

As the music �lled the Cathedral, it became clear that 
we laid aside our own agenda and turned in prayer 
for the Church, seeking to be the united witness the 
world needs to see. 

Central to our time together was the sermon delivered 
by Revd Christopher Ng. In a demonstration of our 
commitment to language accessibility, the message 
was accompanied by printed transcripts in Mandarin 
and Tamil, ensuring that God’s Word could reach 
every heart and soul.  

Many Tongues, One Spirit 
Later, the Cathedral witnessed a beautiful logistical 
feat that mirrored the spiritual reality of the Church. 
We broke into prayer by language streams —  
a time of transition and movement — during which 
approximately one hour was devoted to fervent 
prayer led by Revd Bertram Cheong (English),  
Ds Lena Lim (Mandarin), and Revd Solomon (Tamil). 

Jonathan Halliwell, a parishioner from St George’s 
Church (SGC) described this moment beautifully. 
He shared, “As a new arrival in Singapore (from the 
Diocese in Europe), I appreciated being able to pray 
alongside my brothers and sisters in the power of the 
Spirit, with one heart and mind, for the Church and for 
the World. This was a powerful statement of Christian 
witness and commitment to God’s mission in a world 
crying out for His healing love.”

His thoughts were echoed by others who shared the 
same sentiments. Karen Tan, another parishioner from 
SGC noted, “It was a privilege and a blessing to 
join with brothers and sisters of the Anglican Church 
in worship and intercession. May the Lord hear our 
prayers and build His Church.” 

A Tapestry of Relationships 
The various language streams reconvened once 
more for a time of corporate prayer for the Diocese. 
There is something profound about the physical act of 
coming back together. It was a visual reminder that 
while we may speak different languages, we are one  
Body in Christ. 

For many, the scale of the Service was a source 
of encouragement. Elly Chiu, a parishioner from  
St John’s Chapel (SJCp) re�ected, “It was good 
to gather as one Diocese to pray for the World, 
the Church, and the Diocese and Deaneries. It’s 
always an encouragement to praise God and pray 
with others across the 27 parishes!” She recounted 
that her prayer partner helped her refocus on  
“God’s Kingdom priorities”. 

Several other parishioners also shared similar 
experiences. Alex Ong (SJCp) described, “I really 
feel exhilarated with such a large crowd coming 
together praying for world peace in God’s word.  
And praying for others is such a blessing.”  

Apart from the huge turnout, the morning was made 
special through conversations surrounding the rich 
legacy of the Anglican Church. Sonia Chen (SJCp) 
mentioned that during her prayer time, she realised 
a member of her group was the Sunday School 
teacher of one of the pastors leading the session. 
She re�ected, “This reminds me that God is indeed 
working through the tapestry of relationships He has 
given us in our communities.” 

The presence of God was also tangibly felt in the 
hearts of our Chinese-speaking brethren. Ma Shao 
Yan (SJCp) shared that the session encouraged her 
to persevere in faith. She felt the “cohesive power of 
belonging to the Lord”, noting that with the protection 
of the Holy Spirit, “there is nothing that cannot be 
accomplished!” 

This sense of spiritual expectancy was shared by 
Mrs Nivitha from SJSM (Tamil), who described the 
atmosphere as “incense to the Lord as He heard the 
heartfelt prayers of His children for the nations”. She 
reminded us that having asked in His name, “we wait 
expectantly for the Lord to answer by pouring out 
His anointing of prayer, sending us revival, moving 
mightily among us and glorifying His holy name.” 

Sent Out in Light 
The morning concluded with prayer for the  
Anglican Communion led by Archbishop Titus, followed 
by the Benediction and Dismissal to send us back into the 
world as a people mobilised to be witnesses for Christ.   

The Diocesan Day of Prayer and Fast 2025 was more 
than a Service; it was a call to realign our hearts 
towards what God desires to do in our lives. We 
prayed for our mission, that God would equip and 
empower us to invite others to join us in declaring His 
praise. As one people, we left the Cathedral knowing 
that we are indeed God’s special possession, called 
out of darkness not just to enjoy the light, but to re�ect it.

A Celebration of God’s Call to Serve
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Scripture readings and prayers centred the 
congregation on the heart of Christian ministry —  
a call to serve Christ with humility, joy,  
and faithfulness. 

The sermon was preached by The Right Reverend  
Dr Stephen Soe on the theme “A Willing Servant”, 
drawn from Luke 17:5–10. Bishop Stephen 
reminded the ordinands that a willing servant is 
one who faithfully embraces lowly tasks, serves 
without seeking recognition, and embodies the joy  
of obedience.  

This call to humility and obedience was 
re�ected deeply in the testimonies of the  
ordinands themselves.

Revd Dr Arthur Chern, ordained to the diaconate, 
shared how his sense of vocation was shaped 
over decades of faithful preparation. From his early 
days in medical school, worshipping as a member 
at St Andrew’s Cathedral and experiencing 
the charismatic renewal with classmates,  
Revd Dr Arthur sensed God drawing together his 
medical training and his desire to serve the Church. 
Through years of postgraduate study at Yale and 
Harvard and later service in the Ministry of Health, 
Revd Dr Arthur continued to serve actively in the 
Diocese. Re�ecting on God’s leading, he shared:  

“Eventually, the door was open for me to 
serve both as a medical professional and as  
non-stipendiary clergy, integrating my faith and 
work, and ministering to our patients’ physical, 
mental, and spiritual needs.” His testimony stands 
as a witness to God’s divine timing and providence 
in shaping His servants. 

Revd Lim Wei Yi, also ordained to the diaconate, 
re�ected that ordination is fundamentally a call to 
Christlike humility. “To be ordained is to be called 
to be ever lowly and humble; to be like Christ, 
the Son of Man who came down from heaven to 
serve, and not to be served.” Acknowledging his 
own sense of inadequacy, he added:  

“My con�dence will not be based on my ability… 
but in Him who called me to be a co-labourer 
in His ministry.”  Drawing from 2 Corinthians 4:7,  
he prayed that as a “fragile earthen vessel”, his life 
would testify to God’s surpassing power, echoing 

John the Baptist: “He must increase; but I must 
decrease.” (John 3: 30) 

The laying on of hands, vesting, and welcome 
of each ordinand was met with warm applause 
and heartfelt joy. The service concluded with 
Holy Communion, followed by a joyful buffet 
dinner where family and friends gathered to offer 
congratulations and blessings. 

The Ordination Service served as a beautiful 
reminder that God continues to call, shape, 
and empower His people for His purposes.  
May the newly ordained serve with humility, joy, 
and unwavering trust in the One who equips those 
He calls. 
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Rooted in Grace, 
Rising in Hope – 
Parish of Christ Church

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On 10th October 2025, the Parish of Christ Church 
celebrated her 85th anniversary with a memorable 
evening of gratitude, joy, and renewed vision at the 
Flower Field Hall in Gardens by the Bay. Beneath 
the soft glow of the Flower Dome, approximately 
600 parishioners, friends, community partners, and 
distinguished guests gathered for an event that felt 
elegant, heart-warming, and deeply anchored in 
God’s grace. 

Christ Church’s story stretches far beyond this 
celebration. The parish was formally established 
in 1940 with the laying of the foundation stone 
on St Luke’s Day, yet her roots reach even earlier, 
into the mid-19th century Anglican mission to the  
Tamil community in Singapore. For many decades, 
Tamil clergy, catechists, and lay leaders served 
faithfully in the early Anglican mission stations, 
planting seeds that would eventually give birth to 
a parish of its own. Through war, rebuilding, and 
generations of ministry, Christ Church has remained 
a spiritual home shaped by prayer, service, and 
unwavering trust in God. This heritage, cherished 
and honoured, formed the quiet foundation 
beneath the evening’s celebration. 

The event began with a sincere welcome from  
Vicar, Revd Canon Steven Asirvatham, who 
expressed deep gratitude for God’s guidance 
across the decades. He acknowledged the 

many lives touched through the parish’s ministry 
and reminded those gathered that every step of 
Christ Church’s journey has been upheld by the 
faithfulness of God. His words created a sense of 
reverence and joy that carried through the night. 

A special honour was the presence of the  
Guest of Honour, Mr K. Shanmugam, Coordinating 
Minister for National Security and Minister for 
Home Affairs, accompanied by Minister of State, 
Mr Alvin Tan, both of whom share longstanding 
ties with the Indian community and have journeyed 
alongside Christ Church through various 
community partnerships and neighbourhood 
initiatives. The parish was also deeply blessed 
by the presence of our Bishop, The Most Revd 
Dr Titus Chung, whose leadership and pastoral 
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care continue to guide the Diocese with clarity 
and grace. Their attendance together re�ected  
Christ Church’s long history of engaging 
communities, blessing families, and contributing 
meaningfully to the wider Indian and multi-ethnic 
landscape of Singapore. 

The opening procession was vibrant and uplifting. 
As the dignitaries entered, the hall resonated 
with the rhythmic beat of the Punjabi dhol and an 
energetic �ag dance, a re�ection of the parish’s 
multicultural identity. Christ Church has long been 
home to worshippers of various languages and 
cultures, and the celebration joyfully captured  
that unity. 

One of the most treasured segments of the 
evening was the worship. Led by Revd Paul Xavier 
with singers from various congregations,  
the atmosphere shifted gently into heartfelt praise 
to God. The combined choir followed with 
harmonies that �lled the hall with warmth. The 
women’s Kolattam dance added colour and 
grace, while the children’s performance brought 
a sense of joy and innocence that delighted every 
table. These offerings together formed a quiet, 
beautiful reminder that worship is the heartbeat of 
Christ Church’s life and ministry. 

The emcees guided the evening with humour, 
stories, and gentle re�ection. They brought 
to life memories of homegrown clergy,  
long-serving members, and countless acts of 
service that shaped the parish. Guests shared 
laughter, reconnected with friends, and savoured 
moments that reminded them why the parish 
remains such a cherished spiritual family. 

A deeply meaningful part of the evening was 
the thanksgiving for the Canon Samuel Baboo 
Block. While the redevelopment had been 
completed earlier, the parish had been faithfully 
servicing the loan in the years that followed.  
The 85th anniversary dinner became a moment 
of profound gratitude as the parish gave thanks 
to God for enabling the fundraising to exceed its 
target. This achievement re�ected the unity and 
generosity of the parish family and the kindness 
of donors who gave graciously and sacri�cially. 
Their giving echoed a long legacy of faithfulness, 
dating back to the parish’s earliest days when 
members came together to rebuild after the 
war and to nurture ministries through decades  
of change. 
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The presence of religious leaders from the 
Harmony Circle added another meaningful layer 
to the celebration. Their attendance af�rmed  
Christ Church’s continued commitment to friendship, 
peacebuilding, and community collaboration 
across faiths. 

As the formal programme concluded, guests were 
treated to a private walkabout in the Flower Dome. 
Families and friends strolled quietly among the 
blooms, taking photographs, enjoying the cool 
evening air, and re�ecting on God’s handiwork.  
It was a gentle and beautiful ending to the night, 
a moment of rest and wonder that felt like a gift. 

Looking ahead, Christ Church moves forward 
with a continued commitment towards intentional 
disciple making. The parish seeks to nurture 
believers to grow deeply in Christ, strengthen 
families, raise new leaders, and extend love to 
the wider community. As Christ Church prepares 

for next year’s theme, “Unite to Build”, there is a 
growing sense of hope and purpose. The parish 
desires to build not only ministries and structures,  
but lives rooted in Scripture, communities 
strengthened in Christ, and a legacy of faith that 
generations to come can continue to build upon. 

The 85th anniversary celebration was more than 
a milestone. It was a reminder that Christ Church 
stands today because God has been faithful 
through every chapter. From mission beginnings 
in the 1800s to the parish’s founding in 1940, 
from wartime survival to decades of ministry and 
expansion, Christ Church’s journey has been 
held in the hands of a gracious and loving God.  
With hearts full of thanksgiving, the parish looks 
ahead with con�dence, knowing that the God 
who carried her through the past will surely lead 
her into the future. 

To God be the glory. Great things He has done, 
and great things He will continue to do through 
His church. 
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Church of Our Saviour (Jurong), cordially 
known as COOS (Jurong), was the fruit of a 
journey shaped by faith, prayer, and obedience. 
Responding to a burden to serve the growing 
west-side community in Singapore, the path to its 
inaugural service was �lled with challenges and 
moments of deep reliance on God. In September 
last year, COOS (Jurong) opened its doors at 
Perennial Business City (former Big Box). Today, 
it stands as a testament of God’s faithfulness and 
the shared calling to serve His people in Jurong.  

Let us hear from Venerable Daniel Wee, 
Archdeacon of Singapore and former Vicar 
of COOS, as he shares about the founding of 
COOS (Jurong).

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“It was March 2018 when I found myself moving 
out of our church of�ce in Henderson and 
relocating to the newly completed annex building 
at Margaret Drive which was to become the 
home of all our church of�ces. The building project 
had been a long time in the making, and it was 
a relief to �nally see its completion after years of  
fund-raising and planning. After a grueling and 
stressful journey, we could �nally breathe again. 
It was against this backdrop that, one day after a 
grocery trip, I found myself driving past Big Box in 
Jurong East when the thought struck me: this would 
be a great location for a church in the thriving 
western heartland of Singapore. 

At that time, Big Box was a retail warehouse that 
had recently rolled down its shutters due to �nancial 
dif�culties. There was no way we could afford to 
purchase the entire building, hence I pushed the 
thought aside as wishful thinking. Nevertheless, I 
could not shake off the idea of it being an ideal 
location for a church as it was situated in a place 
with great opportunities.  

In October 2018, I shared this “burden” in my heart 
with our COOS staff at our regular Thursday staff 
meeting, and we collectively agreed on a church 
plant in Jurong East. Fortunately, the idea gained 
suf�cient traction, and I presented it to the PCC as 

an objective to work towards over the next two 
years.  

On 22nd November 2018, we recorded:  
By 2020/2021, we intend to run a daughter 
satellite church or two like Covenant Evangelical 
Free Church (CEFC). Every weekend, the number 
of couples and children continued to grow, often 
contending for more space. We will set up a 
branch church and look into locations like Big Box 
in Jurong East which is situated along MRT lines 
and is accessible to young families. 

In 2019, progress was slow as COOS was 
engaged in multiple events after the completion 
of our new building, alongside the gradual 
repopulation of Queenstown after years of 
redevelopment. It felt as though every attempt to 
move the project forward was met with obstacles, 
and it simply could not take off. 

In February 2020, Singapore was thrust into the 
global COVID-19 pandemic, and our hands 
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were full dealing with an increasingly dire outlook.  
For the �rst time in the nation’s history, everything came 
to a halt — church services included. It was in that 
moment that I realised we had just dodged a bullet. 
If we had started a lease at Big Box, we would have 
been paying rent without being able to use the space 
because of the extended lockdown. I felt a quiet sense 
of relief and thanked God that things had worked out 
the way they did. 

It was also in late 2020 that I found out Big Box had 
been acquired by another �rm, Perennial Real Estate 
Holdings, which led to my discovery that the founder 
and CEO of Perennial Holdings happened to be 
attending COOS. I took the opportunity to reach 
out to him and asked if he was open to the idea of 
COOS leasing a space at Big Box, which would later 
be renamed Perennial Business City. Mr Pua was very 
accommodating, and he put me in touch with his staff. 

Thankfully, the COVID-19 lockdowns were lifted after 
2 years, and by 2021 things were slowly returning 
to normalcy. We then arranged for a visit to the site 
with our staff and were shown a unit on the 7th �oor 
that had previously been occupied by another church. 
Honestly, the unit was much higher than I had originally 
envisioned, but it was what had been offered to us. 
On 20th April 2021, a group of our staff visited the 
proposed unit with great excitement.  

Following this, things fell silent as the entire property was 
redeveloped into a business park. During this period, 

I was also alerted to regulations that disallowed 
religious services from being held in business parks. 
This dampened our hopes and brought our plans to 
a halt. Feeling we had hit a dead end, we reluctantly 
put our plans on hold once again.  

I drove past the area again in 2023 and felt 
that we should not have given up so easily —  
perhaps the door was closed but not locked. Moved 
by the Spirit, I gathered a group of staff and vested 
members of the church on the evening of 27th April 
2023, to come together for a prayer meeting to pray 
for an open door in Jurong. About nine of us showed 
up that evening, and we prayed simply but earnestly, 
unsure of what the outcome would be.  

On Saturday, 29th April 2023, one of my staff, 
Jessie, told me that the URA web page concerning 
the regulations on the use of commercial spaces for 
religious purposes had been updated. The update 
was as follows: “However, religious use on a  
non-exclusive and limited basis may be considered 
on a case-by-case basis if such use is not likely to 
cause disturbances such as noise, parking or traf�c 
problems.” I immediately thought — we were a case!  

The following week, I sent a message to Mr Pua to 
highlight this new update in hopes of bringing our 
plans back on track. In that moment, I felt as if God 
was �ghting with us for this project. It turned out that 
for the space to be used for such meetings, it had to 
be converted to commercial zoning. This change of 
use involved meeting the URA and JTC criteria and 
paying the LBC (Land Betterment Charge) which was 
borne by Perennial. Although the door seemed to be 
opening again, the progress remained slow throughout 
2024, as approvals from the relevant agencies were 
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slow in coming. It was not until 9th May 2025 that JTC 
granted its approval, followed by URA’s approval on 
16th July — making this the �rst case of its kind.  

Finally, after 7 years and a journey marked by 
emotional highs and lows, we �nally held our 
inaugural church service in a full auditorium in  
Jurong East on 28th  September 2025. This is a story 
of God’s faithfulness and of persevering even when 
all seemed to have failed. The words of the Lord from 
Habakkuk 2:2-3 comes to mind: 

“Then the LORD answered me and said:  

“Write the vision and make it plain on tablets, That he 
may run who reads it. 

For the vision is yet for an appointed time; But at the 
end it will speak, and it will not lie. Though it tarries, 
wait for it; Because it will surely come, It will not tarry.”” 

We ran with the vision and though it tarried, it spoke at 
the appointed time.

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building. To this end, many groups often used the 
park for after-meal walks and carried out their casual 
group time under park shelters.  

One of the key highlights of SERVE Academy is helping 
young people develop a deeper understanding and 
appreciation of the Anglican tradition, and how each 
parish is connected to the wider Diocese. Throughout 
the programme, we were privileged to have various 
clergy share about our Anglican distinctives and how 
these are lived out in our parishes and ultimately, in the 
world. Beyond the sessions, the intentional practice 
of the Daily Of�ce – through Morning Prayer,  
Evening Prayer and Compline – helped set a rhythm 
for participants to pause and re�ect on God and  
His works in their lives at different moments of the day.  

We are also thankful for our partnership with  
Church of our Saviour, which allowed us to incorporate 
community service into our SERVE Academy 
programme. We believe that faith is not formed 
through cognitive or theological understanding alone 
but must also be lived out in action. As our theme 
verse reminds us, we are called to serve, and not to 
be served. In this light, our participants served with 
humility and compassion, as they helped residents 
clean various parts of their homes and plucked up 
the courage to speak with them in their limited mother 
tongue and dialect.  

On our �nal night of the retreat, we gathered with 
fellow youth workers and pastors to pray for the 
next generation, trusting that God will stir up their 
hearts and �ll them with a renewed passion for Him.  
Revd Aaron delivered a timely message calling us 
to grow up, step up, and serve like Jesus, reminding 
us that we always have enough to offer to God.  

The evening concluded with a meaningful time of 
worship and prayer, during which 10 participants 
responded to a call to full-time ministry! Truly, God is 
indeed doing a mighty work among our youth! 

As we wrapped up the programme, we gave thanks 
to All Saints’ Church for hosting us and generously 
opening their space for our BBQ dinner! It was 
heartening to see conversations, photo moments, and 
lighthearted shenanigans �ll the night – moments so 
characteristic of youth. We trust that the relationships 
forged over these �ve days will continue beyond the 
programme, as they cheer one another on through 
their O-Level results, new seasons of life, service in 
their local parishes, and full-time ministry.  

SERVE Academy continues to be a place where 
young people can be vulnerable, genuine, and open 
in our conversations about faith, God, and life.

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On 6th February 2026, the Diocesan Youth Board 
(DYB) held a dialogue for Young Adults titled 
“God, that hurt too”. This event was a follow-up to 
the 2025 Young Adults gathering, “God, that hurt”, 
which explored Christian perspectives on dealing 
with personal pain and suffering. Building on that 
foundation, “God, that hurt too” narrowed its focus 
to a particularly sensitive and often unspoken topic:  
hurt experienced within the church. 

Many believers carry wounds that were not in�icted 
by the world outside, but within Christian communities 
themselves. For some, these hurts have led to 
disengagement from church life; for others, they have 
contributed to a deeper crisis of faith. Recognising 
this reality, the DYB committee felt led, through their 
own experiences and journeys alongside fellow 
church members, to create a space where such pain 
could be acknowledged honestly. The hope was not 
to offer quick answers, but to take meaningful �rst 
steps toward healing by opening conversations that  
are often avoided. 

The dialogue format was intentionally chosen to 
re�ect this desire. Rather than a one-directional 
talk, participants were invited to ask questions and 
engage with the panelists openly. This created a safe 
environment where dif�cult issues could be named, 
explored, and held with care. 

The panel consisted of Venerable Daniel Wee,  
Esther Peh, and Melissa Tee, who each brought 
different perspectives shaped by their personal 
journeys, ministry experiences, and encounters with 
pain in church contexts. Throughout the evening, 
the panelists spoke candidly and vulnerably about 
their own struggles, sharing not only what they had 
endured but also what God had taught them through 
seasons of disappointment, con�ict, and grief. 

Questions raised by participants touched on a range 
of issues, including betrayal, leadership failures, 
misunderstandings, spiritual abuse, and the long road 
toward forgiveness. The panel did not shy away from 
the complexity of these experiences. Instead, they

emphasised that hurt in the church is rarely simple 
and cannot be addressed with platitudes. Themes 
of lament, boundaries, accountability, forgiveness, 
and reconciliation were explored carefully, helping 
participants see that faithfulness does not mean 
suppressing pain, nor does healing always follow  
a linear path. 

One key highlight of the evening was the emphasis on 
discernment — learning to distinguish between pain 
that calls for patience and grace, and pain that must 
be confronted because it causes harm. The panelists 
af�rmed that forgiveness is central to the Christian life, 
but also clari�ed that forgiveness and reconciliation, 
while related, are not always the same. This distinction 
brought relief and clarity to many present, especially 
those wrestling with guilt for being unable to “move 
on” quickly.
 

Beyond discussion, the committee’s desire was not 
merely for insight, but for healing and restoration. 
Following the dialogue, the session transitioned into 
a time of ministry. Pastoral staff from various parishes 
were present to pray with participants who desired 
support. This time allowed space for quiet re�ection, 
prayer, and the laying down of burdens that had 
perhaps been carried alone for too long. 

Edward Goh from St Andrew’s City Church shared his 
re�ections on the evening: 

“I attended the event as I wanted to explore how 
Christians address the complex and multilayered 
nature of pain and how faith shapes our responses 
to them. The themes of brokenness, forgiveness and 
reconciliation felt very relevant to my own journey, 
growing up in church. 

Personally, I found that the event was  
thought-provoking and raw. The discussions did not shy 
away from real pain points — like trauma, abuse and 

ostracism within church communities, and emphasised 
that maturity and walking in faith collectively changes 
how we perceive and interpret pain. I particularly 
resonated with the process of acknowledging pain 
and suffering and recognising how it points to God’s 
re�ning work through these experiences. 

The most signi�cant takeaway was the idea that 
forgiveness and reconciliation are multilayered and 
can be mutually independent — forgiveness can 
happen without reconciliation but forgiveness should 
be seen as a starting point. Through the event, I learnt 
that not all pain is the same — some require patience 
and compromise, while others (like abuse) must 
be confronted and not tolerated or downplayed.  
It reminded me that being part of a church community 
would mean bearing with each other’s brokenness, 
but it is important to pray for the ability to discern 
wisely when change or boundaries are necessary. 
Ultimately, surrendering the desire for earthly justice 
and trusting God’s re�ning and reshaping process 
stood as a powerful lesson for me.” 

“God, that hurt too” served as a timely reminder that the 
church must be a place where truth and grace meet; 
where pain is neither dismissed nor sensationalised, 
but brought honestly before God. Through dialogue, 
testimony, and prayer, the evening offered hope that 
healing is possible, even when the wounds were 
in�icted close to home.
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The Singapore Anglican Indian Board (SAIB) held 
its Leaders’ Retreat on 26th and 27th September 
2025 at the Parish of Christ Church. Guided by the 
theme “Present, Prepare, Proclaim” the gathering 
had a central objective: to Present and Prepare 
ourselves as a united Singapore Anglican Indian 
Church to Proclaim Christ.  

Over 120 leaders consisting of clergy, pastors, and 
lay leaders from across the Diocese’s diverse Indian 
congregations — representing Tamil, Punjabi, 
Malayalee, and English-speaking ministries — 
united in fellowship around this shared vision. 

The retreat opened with dinner and worship, setting 
a tone of unity. SAIB Chairman, Revd Canon 
Steven Asirvatham, extended a warm welcome 
after which, our Bishop, The Most Revd Dr Titus 
Chung, delivered a stirring address. He charged 
the leaders to embrace their mission with boldness, 
af�rming that “small is not the matter; the matter is 
do you have the heart for mission and evangelism?” 

We kickstarted our sessions by sharing on the 
concept of Presenting ourselves to God through an 
exhortation on daily consecration. This was followed 
by a deep dive into SAIB’s Historical Timeline & 
Milestones, a crucial element of Preparation. The 
presentation traced God’s faithfulness from the �rst 

Gospel seeds sown in 1856 to the formation of a 
united SAIB, grounding the future mission in a rich 
legacy. Thereafter, a heartfelt thanksgiving prayer 
was offered to honour this journey. 

Strategic Preparation continued with an analysis 
of contemporary Indian demographics, equipping 
leaders to understand and engage their community. 
The focus then shifted to Proclaiming Christ, with 
discussions on how we can be more effective in 
our outreach efforts. The retreat culminated with 
small group discussions where leaders shared the 
strengths of their churches and fostered the unity 
essential for a collective witness. 

It was evident that everyone embraced the 
objective. One leader re�ected, “This retreat 
moved us from individual churches to a united body 
— Presenting ourselves to God, Preparing with 
shared history and strategy, so we can powerfully 
Proclaim Christ together.” Another noted,  
“Our diversity is our strength, but our unity in 
purpose is what will reach our community.” 

The retreat closed with a renewed, collective resolve 
to live out the theme as one Body: consecrated in 
worship, equipped by heritage and wisdom, and 
bold in the shared mission to proclaim Christ to all 
Indian communities in Singapore.

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Mrs Ko-Tan Li Ling served as the Principal of  
St Margaret’s School (Primary) from 2018 to 2025.  
During her tenure, Mrs Ko oversaw the school’s PERI 
upgrading project, which resulted in various challenges 
that eventually extended its stay at the holding site  
(2 Mattar Road) from a two-year stay to a  
�ve-year journey.   

With the grace of God and the generosity of various 
stakeholders, the school managed to raise funds for the 
project. Under the leadership of Mrs Ko and the partnership 
of the school community, St Margaret’s School (Primary) 
of�cially returned to its beautifully upgraded original site 
at 136 Sophia Road in December 2024. Throughout this 
transitional period, Mrs Ko attributed the success of the 
school’s upgrading project to the hard and heartwork of 
the team and the students who lived out their mission to 
learn, grow, love, and serve the wider community.   

Prior to serving as Principal, Mrs Cherlyn Neo was  
Vice-Principal at Geylang Methodist School (Primary) 
and subsequently appointed as Vice-Principal at  
St Margaret’s School (Primary) in late 2024. Her role as 
Vice Principal of St Margaret’s School (Primary) paved 
the way for her to forge strong relationships with the staff 
team during the school’s upgrading project. Following the 
completion of the new school building at Sophia Road 
in 2025, Mrs Neo was actively involved in establishing 
partnerships with the local community and stakeholders 
around the school’s vicinity and also led a project 
to celebrate and document the school’s heritage for  
future generations. 

Mrs Neo views the opportunity to steward a mission 
school as both a privilege and a responsibility. Her prior 
stints in the Ministry of Education, in Education Policy and 
Curriculum Policy, as well as in schools with a range of 
student pro�les, has shaped the way she viewed holistic 
education. All schools seek to develop students holistically 
to prepare for life; mission schools prepare students for 
this life and the life to come. To that end, Mrs Neo is 
thankful for the support and partnership of the Anglican 
community in the work of the school. 

Mrs Neo is married with three school-going children. 
Previously, she took 2.5 years of no-pay leave to 
nurture their formation years, and now �nds a balance 
between family and church commitments, with the support  
of her family.

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held in Kuala Lumpur 
in February 2026 



The 2nd meeting of the 8th Session of the Provincial Synod 
was held from 2nd to 4th February 2026 in Kuala 
Lumpur. This was the 2nd Provincial Synod Meeting 
chaired by Archbishop Titus Chung.  

The Provincial Synod was marked by a spirit of 
collegiality. This was evident not only during the 
formal sessions, but also in conversations over meals 
and informal gatherings, where members shared 
openly and expressed a deep sense of unity and 
eagerness to work together for the advancement of  
God’s Kingdom.  

Several proposals to amend the Provincial Constitution 
were introduced to better address the ministry needs 
of the Province. Among them was the extension of the 
retirement age for Diocesan Bishops from 65 to 70 
years. The proposal was approved at this meeting; 
whilst the rest of the proposals are subject to further 
discussion and review which will be brought back to 
the Provincial Synod in 2028 for its approval.

Encouraging reports from the various dioceses and 
provincial committees were presented, strengthening 
the resolve of the dioceses to press on in advancing 
the Gospel.  

The Provincial Synod meeting was followed by 
the Thanksgiving Service and Dinner in honour of  
Bishop Steven Abbarow, the 5th Bishop of the  
Diocese of West Malaysia. We give thanks to God 
for his faithful service and ministry. This was followed 
by the Installation Service and Celebration Dinner of 
Bishop Stephen Soe, the 6th Bishop of West Malaysia. 
This transition stands as a testimony to God’s continued 
faithfulness in raising up shepherds to lead His Church 
in each new season.

Beyond the formal deliberations, the time spent 
together in fellowship over meals provided valuable 
opportunities for members to build deeper relationships 
and strengthen bonds across the dioceses. Such 
moments of shared fellowship re�ect the unity of the 
Province and will continue to play an important role 
as the Church seeks to serve God faithfully in the years 
ahead. 

As the meeting concluded, members departed with 
renewed encouragement and a shared commitment 
to the mission entrusted to the Province — to proclaim 
the Gospel faithfully, strengthen the Church, and serve 
the communities of Southeast Asia for the glory of God. 
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On 4th February 2026, the Province of the 
Anglican Church in South East Asia celebrated her  
30th Anniversary with thanksgiving and joy. 

The Anglican Church in South East Asia was 
originally under the jurisdiction of the Bishop of 
Calcutta, India. A new era in the life and witness 
of the Anglican Church in South East Asia began 
when a party of missionaries from England 
arrived at Kuching. The growth of the Anglican 
work eventually led to the formation of the four 
dioceses in Kuching, Sarawak, West Malaysia, 
and Singapore.  

At a historic meeting of the four dioceses in 1985, a 
request was made to the Archbishop of Canterbury 
to create a new province for this region. The then 
Archbishop of Canterbury, Archbishop George 
Carey, af�rmed the decision for the four dioceses 
to work towards the formation of a Province.  

In 1996, the Province of the Anglican Church 
in South East Asia was established. At that time, 
the Bishop of Singapore, The Right Reverend Dr 
Moses Tay, was installed as the �rst Archbishop 
and Primate of the Province of the Anglican Church 
in South East Asia. 

Today, the work of the Province also extends to 
Vietnam, Cambodia, Laos, Thailand, Indonesia, 
Nepal, and Timor-Leste. The Province is a vibrant 
part of the worldwide Anglican Communion. 
It re�ects the rich ethnic, linguistic, and cultural 
diversity of South East Asia while remaining rooted 
in historic Anglican faith and order.  

The formation of the Province in 1996 was not 
merely an administrative change. It symbolised 
the coming of age of the Anglican Church in 
this region. It is a movement from missionary 
dependency to indigenous leadership. It stands 
as a testimony to God’s faithfulness in establishing 
and sustaining His Church in Southeast Asia. 
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To mark the 30th Anniversary of the  
Province of the Anglican Church in South East Asia, 
an Anniversary Service was held at  
St Mary’s Cathedral, Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, 
followed by a Thanksgiving Dinner. The Service 
and Dinner were well represented by clergy and 
members from all four dioceses. The previous 
Archbishops of the Province were also invited to 
this special occasion. 

It was a joyous occasion for all, recalling the 
birth of this Province on 2nd February 1996. The 
ministry in the Province brought healing to the 
body, mind, and spirit of many through our various 
works including churches, schools, hospitals,  
nursing homes, and community services.  

Archbishop Titus Chung brought a timely 
message entitled “Sent with Authority, Anchored 
in Truth”, based on Isaiah 49:1-6, Psalm 46,  
2 Corinthians 5:14-6:2, and Matthew 28:16-20.  

Archbishop Titus reminded us that the power to serve 
comes from the power of the risen Lord and Saviour,  
Jesus Christ. The Province is committed to biblical 

preaching, and there is also a joy that exudes from 
knowing the Lord as we serve. Archbishop Titus also 
reminded us that we need to balance between 
truth and love, which go hand in hand, and the 
church is where the broken can �nd healing and 
restoration. He encouraged us that the promise of 
God for this ministry is that the Lord has promised 
to be with us always to the end of the age.  
He calls us to be faithful to the ministry entrusted to 
us by engaging in the Great Commandment and 
the Great Commission. In closing, Archbishop Titus 
warned that secular pressure will intensify, but our 
con�dence is in the presence of the Lord. 

The 30th Anniversary Thanksgiving Dinner that 
followed was equally joyful and encouraging. 
The mixed seating arrangement provided many 
opportunities for clergy and members from the four 
dioceses to interact and build deeper fellowship. 
The harmonious and celebratory atmosphere 
re�ected the unity and shared mission of the 
Province. 

During the dinner, the previous and current 
Archbishops — Bishop John Chew, Bishop Bolly 
Lapok, Bishop Ng Moon Hing, Bishop Melter  
Jiki Tais, and Archbishop Titus Chung — together 
with the current Bishops of the other dioceses — 
Bishop Danald Jute and Bishop Steven Abbarow 
— were invited to share their re�ections on the 
Province. Each offered meaningful and timely 
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insights on how the Lord has faithfully led the 
Province over the past three decades in ful�lling 
His purposes, bringing great encouragement to 
those present. 

As the Province marks this signi�cant milestone, 
the celebration is not only a re�ection of the past 
but also a renewed commitment for the future.  

With gratitude for God’s faithfulness over the 
past 30 years, the Anglican Church in South 
East Asia looks ahead with con�dence and 
hope — continuing to proclaim the Gospel, serve 
communities, and remain steadfast in truth and 
love as it carries forward the mission entrusted to 
it by the Lord.
